The Dulaney-Browne Libraryôs primary goal is to teach  Oklahoma City 

University Students to be independent learners who use information 

resources well. For the first part of the tour, we will go through the 

process of starting work on an extensive research project. 

 

1) Start at the reference desk and discuss your project with the librarian. 

2) Move to the Library Research Computer and look for books (using 

the online catalog) and articles (using EBSCOhost and other article 

databases). 

3) Stop at the periodical and reference collections to pick out the 

materials you found there. 

4) Go to the basement for older materials on your subject. 

5) Go to the 2nd floor for books on religion and DVDs. 

6) Go to the 3rd floor for books on other subjects. 

7) Go to the 5th floor for oversize books and books for teaching about 

your subject (curriculum and childrenôs literature) 

8) Return to the 1st floor for to check out the materials you need to take
